LOOKING BACK

Dr. Zafar Qadir — the then Political Agent and head of the district government in Kohlu
(Balochistan) during 1989-90 conceived the idea of launching an English medium, co-edu-
cation, modern educational institution in the foothold of the Marri tribe. Motivation
behind this initiative was to combat poverty and crime through educational endeavors
and to encourage community development in Balochistan. The model was replicated in
Zhob Agency in 1991; KillaSaifullah in 1992; Loralai and Muslim Bagh in 1993; and Pishin
and Sui (DeraBugti) in 1994. The effort was further extended to Mastung in 1994, where
Orya Magbool Jan Abbasi - the then Deputy Commissioner Mastung offered to pass on
his brainchild “Sarawan Public School” in the folds of Taaleem Foundation. During this
process, an umbrella organization ‘PAPER’ (Pakistan Academy for the Promotion of Educa-
tion and Research) was established in 1993 to coordinate the efforts; streamline evolu-
tion process; monitor growth; and provide leadership to the field institutions. The organi-
zation was subsequently renamed as “Taaleem Foundation”.

Management of Taaleem Foundation

The Organisation is run by a group of like minded professional volunteers and philanthro-
pists, who happened to work in Balochistan and gathered under the leadership of Dr.
Zafar Qadir to realize the dream. The board of directors comprises of eminent scholars,
professionals and social change agents, who work on voluntary basis.
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The Chairman Dr. Zafar Qadir has a
wide experience of project manage-
ment, public administration, and
community development. He has
been directly responsible for imple-
menting Social Change during his field
deployment in district administration.
He has been pro-actively involved in
philanthropic, pro-poor and humani-
tarian interventions in Balochistan;
whereby he successfully launched
and nourished Taaleem Foundation.
